Advertising (Contact) Message Template for ResearchMatch

1. ResearchMatch Contact Message Rules: 

a. Maximum 2000 characters (including spaces) 

b. No direct study team contact identifiers: no e-mail addresses, postal addresses, or phone numbers. You CAN include PI or lab names
c. No embedded surveys or URLs 
d. Suitable for study or survey which is clinical and translational research with health-related outcomes: e.g., Clinical trials, biomedical research, socio-behavioral/psychology research. Registry studies, and studies on politics, religion, marketing research, and business, do not fit this model.
2. Optional: Include a REDCap prescreening survey. Volunteers do not see the prescreening survey in the contact message; they are only re-directed to it if they say they are interested in the study. The study team may need to modify the Recruitment section of the iProtocol to include prescreening.
3. ResearchMatch allows researchers to search for de-identified volunteers who have registered themselves as being interested in participating in research. Interested volunteers create a “profile” with their basic health information. This allows researchers to search for potential participants that meet certain criteria. The potential participant can be sent the IRB-approved contact message about the study and can then choose whether to provide their contact information to the researcher. The researcher finds the contact information of those interested individuals on their ResearchMatch dashboard and can then contact them directly.
4. ResearchMatch contact messages may be posted in Spanish or English. Note: ResearchMatch does not translate messages.
5. Complete the template (box below), delete all instructions, and upload it to the recruitment section of the iProtocol.
